Fees:

$525 fee per week for one Camper between the ages of 5-12; $490 fee per week for siblings of first Camper between the ages of 5-12; $100 non-refundable administrative fee.

$100 discount per camper for registering for all 8 weeks of camp.
$50 discount per camper for registering for any 4 weeks of camp.

Full payment for Summer Farm Camp is due no later than May 1st, 2026.


Reservations and Payment:

Summer Farm Camp is held from 8:30am-3:30pm, Monday through Friday, June 29 through August 21, 2026. 

Payments can be made by credit card, check, or money order. Please make your check or money orders payable to The Queens County Farm Museum, and send to: The Queens County Farm Museum, Attention: Education Department, 73-50 Little Neck Parkway, Floral Park, NY 11004.


Arrival and Departure:

Arrival Time for QCFM Summer Farm Camp is at 8:30am daily. Please let us know in advance, whenever possible, if your Camper will be late, or unable to attend on a particular day.

Participants enter through the South Side parking lot and are greeted by QCFM education staff members. Only Campers will be allowed to enter the North Side of the property. You (or an authorized person that you designate) must sign your camper in and out each day. 

QCFM Summer Camp ends at 3:30pm daily. Participants will be led by an education department staff member to the South Side parking lot for pick-up/exit. Parents/Guardians are responsible for ensuring that their Campers are picked up promptly at 3:30pm daily.



QCFM Summer Break Farm Camp Participant Responsibilities:

Participants are expected to adhere to the QCFM rules and regulations; must submit all Participant permission and release forms including allergy information; and must always remain with the group.


Activities, Camp Experience, Lunch, and Snacks:

Campers are grouped into small groups of the same age range, led by an existing Educator/staff member of QCFM that has been background checked. Participants will be actively participating in hands-on activities outdoors (weather permitting) that include working with soil, compost, bugs, worms, seeds and seedlings, plants, vegetables, and other food items. Campers will be invited to taste/sample food items - please specify below if your Camper(s) has any food or other allergies.  Please make sure you send your Camper(s) with a full lunch, beverage, and at least one snack each day. Campers will be making one snack each afternoon that they can eat/sample. Other items to send with your child(ren): suntan lotion, water bottle filled with water, comfortable sneakers or sandals that you don’t mind getting dirty, an extra change of clothing, and a light backpack without wheels. We also encourage approximately 30 minutes of downtime in the afternoons where Campers can read (so please send a book), relax, imagine, work on their unfinished crafts, and/or chat amongst themselves.

We will provide Campers with the ability to refill their water bottles throughout the day, one camp t-shirt, a name tag button, a journal, one daily snack, and ice pops on Fridays.

Summer Farm Camp is a primarily outdoor experience.  While we do have access to air conditioned space, we spend most of the mornings outside in nature, unless there is inclement weather, including excessive heat.

July 13th – July 17th
July 20th – July 24t7
July 28th – July 31st 
August 3rd – August 7th 
August 10th – August 14th
August 17th – August 21st 

Unfortunately, while Campers can register for one or more weeks of their choosing, we are not able to accommodate less than one week registrations.

We will supply parents/guardians with lists of activities and will invite you to both an in-person and a virtual meeting that will be held in early June.


Facilities:

The Queens County Farm Museum is not responsible for lost or stolen items. If an item is lost, please report the missing item to one of the Education Department staff members assigned to your group.


Other:

Any refusal to follow these rules, and/or if there are any significant behavioral issues that relate to the safety and/or well-being of the Group, our QCFM staff, property, and/or animals may result in the immediate cancellation of your camp registration and forfeiture of your payment, and you may be asked to pick up your Camper(s).

The Queens County Farm Museum reserves the right to cancel any Camper that does not meet our specified deadlines for payments, signed Agreements, and Permission and Release Forms. 

Under no circumstances, including but not limited to negligence, shall we be liable for any direct, indirect, incidental, punitive, special, or consequential damages that result from the use of or the inability to use any Queens County Farm Museum site or a site that is linked to it, even if we have been advised of the possibility of such damages.
